O R D E R: 
 

 In the reference 3rd  read above, Government have empowered the 
District Single Window Clearance Committees to process the applications of 
industrial units having investment in Plant and Machinery not exceeding of    
Rs. 1.00 Crore (Rupees one crore) i.e. the upper ceiling for investment in Plant 
& Machinery in Small Scale Sector. 

 
2. The Parliament of India has enacted Micro, Small and Medium 
Enterprises Development Act, 2006 (Act No.27 of 2006) classifying the 
industries and Enterprises.   As per the said Act, the investment limit in Plant 
and Machinery of the Small Enterprises has been enhanced from Rs.1.00 Crore 
to Rs.5.00 Crore.   Details of the investment limits in Micro, Small and Medium 
Enterprises, as per MSMED Act, are as follows: 
 

Category Manufacturing /
Servicing 

Investment Limits 
(in Plant & Machinery) 

Micro Manufacturing Upto Rs.25.00 Lakhs 

Servicing Upto Rs.10.00 Lakhs 
Small Manufacturing Above Rs.25 Lakhs & up to Rs.5.00 Cr. 

Servicing Above Rs.10 Lakhs & up to Rs.2.00 Cr. 
Medium Manufacturing Above Rs.5.00 Cr. & up to 10.00 Cr 

Servicing Above Rs.2.00 Cr. & up to Rs.5.00 Cr 
 
Further, Government of India has authorized the General Manager, District 
Industries Centre to acknowledge the “Entrepreneur Memorandum (EM)” of 
Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises. 
  
3. The Commissioner of Industries, in his letter 7th read above, has stated 
that in light of the investment limits for the District Level Committees under 
Single Window System need to be amended in accordance with the MSMED 
Act, 2006.   This issue was placed before the State Level Single Window 
Clearance Committee in the 77th and 78th meetings held on 27.08.2008 and 
24.09.2008 respectively.  After elaborate discussions, the Committee decided to 
send a proposal to the Government for delegation of powers to the District Level  
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Committees to process the applications with investment upto Rs.5.00 Crores in 
Plant & Machinery under the Single Window Act.   It was also decided that the 
General Managers of District Industries Centres will be directed to send a 
monthly report to the Commissioner of Industries on the performance of the 
District Level Committees.    

 
4. After careful Examination and consideration of the matter, Government 
have decided to empower the district committees to process the applications of 
industrial units having investment in Plant and Machinery not exceeding of    
Rs. 5.00 Crore (Rupees five crore only) i.e. the upper ceiling for investment in 
Plant & Machinery in Small Enterprises. 
 
5. Accordingly, the following Notification shall be published in the next 
issue of the Andhra Pradesh Gazettee Extraordinary.
